ORPHANAGE YASA KERTHI

In this home we still provide a healthy
meal, twice a week. A kind sponsor,
who visited this home in September,
has bought clothes for all children. In
addition to this he made a donation so
that we can provide meals three times




a week for the next few months. Thank
you on behalf of all 28 children!

KINDERGARTEN BUGBUG

The new school year started with 83
children. The classrooms are pretty
full, but it is nice that the parents now
realize the importance of a year of
kindergarten before the children go to
grammar school. We still provide the
children with a glass of milk twice a
week, although the expenditure keeps
on increasing.

LIBRARY AT KINDERGARTEN
BUGBUG

Since the school-vacation pupils of
local grammar schools twice a week
can use the small library that we
equipped at the kindergarten. For this
purpose we added books more
suitable for older children. The children
are excited because they can use the
books at home for school projects.
Usually these children do not have
books at home, so they are very
pleased to have access to this and add
to their knowledge.

JEMBATAN SENANG

This group of mentally challenged
children is doing well. One boy has
been able to switch to regular school.
This month a couple of new children
have started and they are trying to
prepare a couple of other children for
special education provided in the town
of Amlapura.

We appreciate the chance for
education provided to these children by
the government, although there is
room for improvement, especially
compared to our western standards.
One big problem is that the school is
too far away, resulting in parents not
being able to afford the travel
expenses. These expenses are even a
problem for children living not so far




away and would like to join our small
group. In the next couple of months we
will try to find a solution for this
problem, together with volunteers Kees
and Els.

BALI KIDS

A year of changes at Bali Kids. Yayuk
has left us; Brenton Whittaker became
a permanent resident of Bali. The Bali
Kids Foundation purchased a plot of
land to build a new clinic and
orphanage. Last summer Trudy joined
the board of Bali Kids as an advisor.
For the school year 2009 and 2010 we
will again pay the study costs for the
17 children.

Together with Bali Kids and Carry for
Kids we will step up to get the required
funds for the new construction, starting
with the clinic.

YPAC

Again caused by the economic crisis
the carpentry workshop where the
disabled youngsters from YPAC work
received much fewer orders. Three of
them have left the shop to start their
own business. For them a goal has
been reached; independence for
people with a handicap. We do hope
that business will pick up in the near
future at the workshop and more
orders will come in, so that other
youngsters with a disability will be able
to have a chance to obtain work
experience. For 6 others at YPAC we
will pay this year’s study costs,
including a girl who started computer
training. For us very common, but in
Bali easier said than done to find a
wheelchair accessible school, but we
finally succeeded.




The sewing workshop we equipped 2
years ago now frequently receives
orders, including for canvas bags with
any desired printing.

RUMAH BUNDAR

The new house was finished for the
family in Lovina, who lived on the
beach and nearly got flooded every
rain season. They now live a bit further
inland with their 3 children, including
the handicapped boy, near the school
where the two healthy children can
attend.

We thank Marijke Boer and Wayan
from Rumah Baik for the supervision

and execution of this wonderful project.

DESAK

Desak, the blind girl from the north,
attends a special school in Denpasar
since last summer. She is now very
well cared for by a pembantu, is doing
well at school and she appears to be
very happy. We have financially

contributed to make this major change
in her life possible and hope to be able
to do part of this again next year.
Gaye Dauvis is arranging everything for
her there.

AYU

The little 2 year old girl Ayu has been
taken to the hospital in Denpasar many
times for research and treatments.

Her problem is difficult to treat but she
is currently making slow progress and
she is able to eat a little better.

KADEK SUANTINI

The parents of Kadek Suantini, the
totally paralyzed girl, are very happy
with the new chair and bed we had
made for her. The mother can now




occasionally put her daughter on the
nice reclining chair to give her arms
some rest. Unfortunately there is not
much else we can do for them, but
fortunately she has loving parents who
try to take care of her as good as they
can.

KOMANG ARI NATALIA

In September we were asked to come
and take a look at the 8 year old
Komang, who lives near Candisasa.

This girl can not walk nor talk. The
parents have never been to a doctor to
diagnose the problems. They simply
accepted the fact that the child became
disabled after a fall when she was sitill
a baby. We are arranging a wheelchair
for Komang, because she is currently
crawling in the yard on hands and
knees.

SERAYA

Last summer we started an education
center in Seraya, together with the

WINS foundation. We hired a local
coordinator, Wayan Berata. There are
still a lot of children in need of a
personal sponsor to secure the
continuation and completion of their
education.

We also want to start as soon as
possible to build a classroom on the
land of Wayan Berata. The children
currently gather under a tree or in his
tiny house.

DENTIST

In May about 50 handicapped children
were treated by Dr. Rob Snoep.

A multiple hereof received instruction
about oral hygiene at Sjakitarius in
Ubud.




Dr. Barry Walsh from Australia has
made the commitment to equip the
dental office at the new Bali Kids clinic,
so that in the future many more
children can get proper dental care.

BOOK PROJECT

A while ago we were introduced by
friends to a large company that wanted
to donate a substantial portion of their
annual profits to charities. This
company wishes to contribute
anonymously, which we respect.
Trudy has made presentations in
London and Rotterdam; this has now
resulted in a donation of more than
12.000 euro, to be spent on books for
schools, libraries and volunteer
teachers, who provide additional
tutoring after regular school hours.

We are very pleased with this
generous gift and will start to purchase
and distribute the books from early
2010.
